
Time to act against the Iranian regime!
The European Coalition STOP THE BOMB takes notice of the postponement of the visit to Tehran 

by members of the Delegation of the European Parliament for the Relations with Iran.

The visit had been scheduled to take place between 8 and 11 January. The delegation was chaired 
by the German Member of the European parliament Barbara Lochbihler (Greens/EFA). It was 

postponed by the Iranian hosts, apparently to save face after the Delegation for the Relations with 
Iran had been under severe pressure not to go. Several members of the delegation cancelled their 

participation in advance, some of them this week. Also European Ministers of Foreign Affairs 
strongly advised against the visit.

A diplomatic trip to Tehran would only have strengthened the Mullah regime in its apparent 
intentions to continue its bloody repression of Iranians who seek freedom and democracy.

  
The European Coalition STOP THE BOMB opposes any step that gives legitimacy and political 

leverage to the fundamentalist Iranian regime, at a time when political deadlines set to this regime 
are expiring, at a time that the international community is readying more severe sanctions in order 

to restrain the Iranian regime, particularly where it concerns the export of terrorism through the 
Iranian Revolutionary Guards Corps, and where it concerns the illegal development of precursors for 

nuclear weapons and the ballistic means to deliver those weapons.

The European Coalition STOP THE BOMB urges the European Parliament to support the immediate 
implementation of severe European sanctions against the Iranian regime and its Revolutionary 

Guards Corps, which will send the fundamentalist regime a clear message that Europe rejects the 
brutal oppression of the people and that it stands against Iran's quest to build a military nuclear 

program, which threatens Israel, the region, the West and the Iranian people.
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
